Materials:  Various materials will be supplied including power points, handouts, and projects.  We will also read the play:  A Raisin in the Sun by Lorraine Hansberry
Course Description:

This is a black history and global issues (current events) course.  The course is broken into four units and each black history unit will contain some breaks for global issues/current events.  In many cases the current events can link back to black history and why there are still issues today.  This course covers 500 years of African American history from its origins in the civilizations of Africa through the grim early years in America and the quest for freedom and civil rights.  Richly illustrated, the book vividly details the rise of slavery, the abolitionist movement, the Civil War, Reconstruction, the role of blacks in the nation’s wars, the Harlem Renaissance, the emergence of the civil rights era, and the arduous struggle for the full claims of citizenship.  We will discuss key cultural and political figures such as Harriet Tubman, Sojourner Truth, Frederick Douglass, W.E.B. Du Bois, Martin Luther King, Malcolm X and countless others that make clear the enormous contributions of blacks in America.  
This is a GenNET class.  We will be using Canvas, Blackboard and Google Classroom.  We will turn in most assignments through google classroom.  At some point we will be shifting to canvas for everything, but we will be starting with google classroom.  

There are not enough books for everyone to have their own copy, so I have put scanned copies in google classroom under each chapter.  There are also power points and other materials that will be posted.   You will have access virtually to all materials needed for the class.

What to expect in class:  I expect every student to come to class prepared to learn. *Virtual Instruction:  live zoom classes on Tuesdays and Thursdays will focus on lecture and class discussion.  Other days will be videos, assignments and projects.  Don’t forget:  There will be daily assignments that must be completed during each day for attendance purposes!!
